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With the death of Pope Francis on April 21, 2025, just one day after Easter, the Catholic
faithful began to compile the pontiff’s legacy. When the succeeding pope, Pope Leo XIV, stood
on the balcony to address the faithful, he immediately addressed his predecessor, saying, “Let us
keep in our ears the weak but always brave voice of Pope Francis, who blessed Rome” (Vatican
News, 2025). However, during his Urbi et Orbi blessing, one word Pope Leo used, in Italian,

stood out to his English-speaking audience: Tultti.
